I felt it was
imperative that Taiwan organize our own senior tour, so
that players could renew their career when they retire
from regular PGA tour, just like they do in well-developed
golfing countries. Thanks to chairman Tsai's tremendous
support, we managed to painstakingly bring this tournament
to life, and it continues to grow in size and scale, becoming
the most prestigious professional senior golf tournament in

Taiwan.

The tournament this year not only offers an increased
purse, but also a strong field. In addition to the top-30
players on the 2023 TSPGA money list, it also features
established senior golfers from 13 countries, including
defending champion Thaworn Wiratchant from Thailand,

The tournament for super senior player shall be a stroke play of 36 holes over two rounds with

18 holes each.

In the event of a tie in championship after the final round, a sudden-death play-off shall take

place at Hole 18 to determine the winner.

This tournament follows the golf rules as published by the R&A, and local rules approved by

the tournament committee.

If inclement weather or other unavoidable causes force the tournament to be shortened, at
least 36 holes must be completed. In the event that this isn't possible, the tournament com-

mittee has the right to make the final decisions.

All Players have the obligation to tell their hole-by-hole scores to the reporters assigned by
the host. The scorecard of Pro-Am and official tournament should be handed in at the regis-

tration office on the 2nd floor.
